Scholarship Guidelines

The goal of the Association is to award scholarships to deserving applicants who are currently attending a college, have a background in 4-H or FFA, and have maintained a 2.5 GPA or higher in either Agriculture or Non-Agriculture majors. 

Scholarships are awarded on a competitive basis. However, the total individual will be taken into consideration. An active history in promoting agriculture, academics, and a hearty involvement in other activities will all play a role in the process. 

Base Requirements for Application:

1. Be enrolled in a Texas College or University as a full time student taking at least twelve semester hours of course work. 

2. Have completed at least 12 semester hours as a freshman or have completed 36 hours as an Upper Classman by March 2012.

3. Have resided in Kerr County or a District County for the last two years of High School and actively participated in 4-H or FFA activities for 4 years. 

4. Have maintained a 2.5 GPA or better on a 4.0 system. 
Application Requirements:

1. Complete this application in full as instructed. The more legible, the better the image you present, so typing is recommended. 

2. Attach an official copy or your most recent transcript. 

3. Attach a 2X3 inch head and shoulders photograph of yourself that can be used for publicity.

4. Attach your signed Commitment Card showing the HCDJLS functions you worked and/or your       in-kind hours for 2011-2012, if you are a current scholarship recipient.

5. All required forms, letters, & photos must come in ONE package.

Applications must be postmarked no later than April 1, 2012.

7. Applicants must be available for a phone interview, if necessary. 

8. Awards will be announced in May 2012. All scholarship money will be paid directly to the College or University in your name.

Should a recipient encounter an unforeseen college conflict or personal emergency that prevents them from fulfilling their event obligations, the “in kind” contributions of hours must be arranged. This can be with the 2013 HCDJLS or with the recipient’s hometown 4-H/FFA group. However, such activities must be described in writing, signed by the County Agent, etc. and accepted by the Scholarship Committee Chairman. Work must consist of a minimum of 6 hours. 

Recipient Requirements:

1. Submit to Lindsey Forster, Scholarship Co-Chairman, your college mailing address, phone number, and e-mail address.

2. In order to fund your scholarship, you will need to provide:

· Registration Receipt with you Social Security Number and/or Student ID number and the courses you registered for. You must have an official list of course work.

· The address of the office to which the scholarships funds must be sent.

· Ag Majors not enrolled in Ag Classes during a semester must write an explanation as to why.

· Those enrolled in special technical or vocational programs that do not meet the minimum requirements of the scholarship (i.e. hours per semester) must write an explanation why.
